The handover of the land is scheduled for the end of September but there is 

a lot to do before then. The respective solicitors of the Parish Council and the 

landowner are in the middle of negotiating the terms of the lease. Once this is 

finalised, the Parish Council then have to agree the lease to the Allotments 

Society and then work can start on the preparation of the site and the access 

road down the side of St. Michaelôs House from the B197. Sadly, the Church 

is sti ll  not allowing the short pedestrian access along the side of the exten-

sion to the churchyard from the Jolly Garden to the allotments site which 

would have been much more convenient. 

 

How is all this going to be paid for? Now that is a very important question! 

The Parish Council have donated £4,000 and an application has been sub-

mitted to Welwyn Hatfield Borough Councilôs Community Chest for funding 
but that wonôt be decided until the beginning of September. Ã1,000 will proba-

bly be coming from the County Councilôs Locality budget and then there is 

more to find. There are a number of other funding options available and the 

committee have been really busy submitting applications.  

 

And then, the Allotments Society wil l be putting on a car boot sale at the hall 

sometime soon to try to raise some more money ï watch out for the notices 

about thisé. 

 

Soé.. by the time the next Newsletter comes out the wheelbarrows and 

spade s wil l have been put to the test. When wil l the first crop be harve sted?
